Authorizing Boxed Pro Tools
Upgrades

For Pro Tools HD software upgrades, your soft-
ware is protected by an iLok license.

e If you purchased a software upgrade online,
follow the instructions provided with it to ex-
pand and launch the installer.

6 Click Install.

7 If prompted, enter your Administrator pass-
word and click OK to accept the installation.

8 Select your work environment. This loads an

duction, audio, or audio with MIDI.

9 Click Continue.

10 When installation is complete, click Restart.

If you need to uninstall Pro Tools software from
your computer, use the Uninstall Pro Tools ap-
plication.

To uninstall Pro Tools from your computer:

1 Make sure you are logged in as an Administra-
tor for the account where Pro Tools is installed.

2 Go to Applications/Digidesign/Pro Tools/
Pro Tools Utilities and double-click the
Uninstall Pro Tools.app file.

Safe Uninstall Leaves certain plug-ins and sys-
tem files needed for compatibility with some
Avid products. Use Safe Uninstall if you are us-
ing an Avid application.

Clean Uninstall Removes all Pro Tools files, in-
cluding system files, Digidesign plug-ins, and
MIDI patch names. Use Clean Uninstall when-
ever you are preparing to upgrade, or to trouble-
shoot from a clean system.

5 Click Uninstall.

6 Enter your Administrator password and click
OK.

7 Click Finish to close the Installer window.

Command|8 Controller and Driver The Com-
mand|8® Driver is required if you are using the
Digidesign Command|8 control surface.

6 Click Next.

10 Wait for the installer to finish installing all
software components, drivers, and PACE System
files before proceeding to the next step.

11 When installation is complete, click Finish.

12 If QuickTime is not installed, proceed to “In-
stalling QuickTime” on page 11.

Installing QuickTime

A Digidesign-qualified version of QuickTime is
required for Pro Tools if you plan to include
movie files, or import MP3 or MP4 (AAC) files in
your sessions. QuickTime for Windows is avail-
able as a free download from the Apple website
(www.apple.com).

Digidesign ASIO Driver

The Digidesign ASIO Driver is a single-client,
multichannel sound driver that allows third-
party audio programs that support the ASIO
Driver standard to record and play back through
Digidesign-qualified Pro Tools audio interfaces.

Digidesign WaveDriver (Windows XP only)

The Digidesign WaveDriver Windows System
Audio Driver is a single-client, multichannel
sound driver that allows third-party audio pro-
grams that support the WaveDriver MME (Mul-
timedia Extensions) standard to play back
through Digidesign-qualified Pro Tools audio
interfaces.

Standalone Windows Audio Drivers

Uninstalling Pro Tools

Taking Screenshots of Your
Preferences Pages

Mac and Windows both offer the capability of
taking a screenshot of whatever appears on your
computer screen. Follow the instructions below
for your computer platform.

Taking Screenshots on a Mac

Use Mac’s Grab application to take and save
your screenshots.

To take screenshots of your Preferences pages on
a Mac:

1 Open Pro Tools and choose Setup > Prefer-
ences.

2 Open the Grab application on your Mac.
3 In Grab, choose Capture > Window.

4 When the Window Grab dialog opens, click
Choose Window.

5 Click the Preference dialog to take the screen-
shot.

6 In Grab, choose File > Save As to name and
save the screenshot.

7 Repeat this procedure for each tabbed page in
the Preferences dialog.
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Taking Screenshots in Windows

Use the Print Screen key on your keyboard to
take your screenshots, and use the Paint applica-
tion to save them.

To take and save screenshots of your Preferences
pages in Windows:
